The Waquoit Bay National Estuarine Research Reserve (WBNERR) is dedicated to research, education, and stewardship of regional estuarine systems.  It is located on the south shore of Cape Cod, Massachusetts in the towns of Falmouth and Mashpee. It encompasses some 3,000 acres of open waters, barrier beaches, marshlands and uplands. The Waquoit Bay NERR is part of the National Estuarine Research Reserve System, which presently includes 26 sites in 20 states and Puerto Rico. Each site represents a different coastal region. The Waquoit Bay Reserve is representative of the Northern Virginian biogeographic region, from Chesapeake Bay to Cape Cod. WBNERR is co-funded and co-managed by the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration's Office of Ocean and Coastal Resource Management, Estuarine Reserves Division and by the Massachusetts Department of Conservation and Recreation.
