National COSEE Goals:

· Catalyze interactions among scientists and educators to enhance ocean sciences literacy for target audiences

· Establish effective Network infrastructure to support collaboration and leverage diverse strengths

· Build stable funding and support for program sustainability

New England COSEE Goal:

· The NE-COSEE seeks to strengthen the New England region’s capacity to develop and provide high-quality ocean science education in both formal and informal settings, by understanding the needs of, working with, and facilitating interactions between educators, researchers, and the public.

OSEI Goals:

· To join the network of researchers and educators that is NE-COSEE

· To learn and experience inquiry-based science (especially as it is applied in the middle school classroom) 

· To learn how current ocean science research and scientists can impact K12 science education

· To develop a concrete ocean science research-based curriculum unit that is implemented in the classroom.

· To present the unit as a model of scientist-teacher interactions at a regional or national meeting

Workshop Goals:

· To connect interdisciplinary ocean research to Massachusetts State Frameworks, ocean literacy, and major concepts in ocean science.  

· To increase teacher content knowledge of ocean science.

· To tell the story of ocean scientists (personal, how they became scientists, who they are).

· To learn the nature of science (research, organization, peer review, funding, etc.).

· To develop a curriculum unit/module/activity that fits within the existing district curriculum and create an Action Plan for implementation and evaluation.
